The colours, markings and grain pattern can therefore vary from
item to item. Please also be aware that timbers may experience movement and cracking
throughout its lifetime.

e Where provided, please always follow the fitting instructions. Take care nof to tighten any
bolts too much.

L Use protection such as coasters or place mats to avoid spillages and marks, and only clean
with a damp cloth.
